Definitions

Catholic child For the purpose of enrolment in a Catholic school, a
child is considered to be Catholic if they are a member
of the Catholic Church, usually established by a
Certificate of Catholic Baptism.

Catholic School A Catholic school is one which operates with the
consent of the diocesan Bishop and is one where
formation and education are based on the principles of
Catholic doctrine, and the teachers are outstanding in
true doctrine and uprightness of life.

Parish For the purpose of enrolment, the 'parish’ is the local
parish as defined by its geographical boundaries.

Policy Statement

Monivae College embraces the mission of the Church by welcoming the enrolment of all
students and families who share their vision and educational philosophy. Inspired and
governed by the message and person of Jesus Christ, and committed to the physical,
intellectual, social and spiritual development of each person, Monivae College provides
Catholic education of the highest quality to its students.
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As a Catholic school, Monivae College has a particular responsibility to provide access to
children baptised in the Catholic faith.

Monivae College is open to all who are willing to commit to support the philosophy, values
and aims of Catholic schooling. While there is an invitation to all, the practicalities of being
able to accommodate enrolments beyond current physical facilities may be limited by
available resources.

Students other than Catholics will be considered for enrolment provided this does not result
in the exclusion of Catholic students (see enrolment criteria).

Monivae College actively seeks to engage families and carers as partners in their child’s
education process and the life of the school in an atmosphere of co-responsibility and co-
accountability.

All parents will be required to give an understanding that they will respect the life, nature and
identity of the school.

All students will be expected to participate fully in all aspects of school life including
participation in the religious activities of the school.

Monivae College is an inclusive and therefore welcoming school that accepts and supports
those most in need.

Monivae College will provide Catholic education that is in accordance with diocesan, state
and commonwealth educational policies and standards.
